The cells are taken 
from the patient's hip bone, 
processed and multiplied in a 
state-of-the-art facility built 
under the supervision of 
Minguell.

re-injected into the patient. 
Bill Edgett, 64, has undergone the procedure, according to 

Meg Farris, a medical reporter with WWLTV.com. 
Edgett, the victim of several heart attacks has already had 

open heart surgery as well as other procedures to correct his 
heart problems, Farris reported. 

Having also recently recovered from double pneumonia, liver 
and kidney failure and a ruptured bowel,Edgett is in no shape 
for another surgery. But Lasala and Minguell have hopes that 
Edgett's own stem cells are the answer to his heart trouble. 

After isolating about 1,500 stem cells from bone marrow 
taken from Edgett's hip, Minguell grew those cells into nearly 
15 million over 19 days. The doetorswill place the cells near 
Edgetts heart through a catheter that will go into his leg and 
then up into the blockage. The cells will hopefully help new 
arteries grow near the heart thread up into the area of the 
blockage. The idea is that the cells will help new arteries that 
will bypass the blockages in Edgett's heart.
